The museum, located in the center of Fira, houses very important antiqui-
25 belonging 1o the historical period which have come from excavalions at
aricus points on the island, but chiefly from ancient Thera and its cemeter-
5. Sculptures, polfery, inscriptions, and lerracotta figurines go o make up
ie image of life on the island from Geometric fo Roman times. lts impres-
ve exhibits include Archaic kouroi, large Archaic amphorae, and the stone
‘eighing 480 kilograms Ihat was lifted by the athlete Eumastas, as an in-
wription on the slone informs us.
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Life came to an abrupt halt in the Hourishing Prehistoric city of Akrofiri dur-
ing the final quarter of the 17th c. BC, when its inhabitanis abandoned it due

to powerful earthquakes and the enormous volcanic eruption thal followed.

The volcanic material that covered the city and the entire island has provided n KAMEN&
excellent protection for buildings and their contents down to the present. The P, KAMENI
settlement's large area (approximately 20 hectares), its sophisticated city @

planning, multi-story buildings adorned by superb frescos, rich furnishings and
household effects all testify fo ils high level of development.

Alfter the volcanic eruption in the 171h ¢. BC that buried the Prehistoric city
at Akroliri beneath tons of volcanic material, the island remained deserted
for cenluries. Beginning in the early 8th c. BC, Dorian colonists from Sparta
led by Theras seltled on the island and founded the city named after him on
a hill ol a shrategically situated and nalurally fortified site overlocking the
sea. Open-air sancluaries, temples of which 1he most important was that of
Apollo Kameios, heroa, public buildings, a theater, agora, shops, residen-
fial neighborhoods, and a ull road network with drainage system make up
Ihe picture of the city.

The exhibits
chosen for display encom-
pass all Prehistoric periods of
ihe island's life, with empha-
sis on the city of Akrotiri. Ex-
ceptional exhibits include the .

the plaster casts of furniture,
impressive examples of pot-
tery and bronze-working, the
unigue gold wild goat figu-
rine, and imports from various
sites in the Eastern Mediter-
ranean and Aegean.
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
