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Myra-Andriake Kazilar1 ve Arastirmalar1 2011

Excavations and Surveys at Myra-Andriake in 2071

Myra-Andriake Kazilari Mayis 2011’de baslamis ve 27
Agustos 2011 tarihinde son bulmustur. Restorasyon
calismalari ise araliksiz devam etmektedir. Bu sezon
Myra’da Tiyatro; Andriake’de Agora/Plakoma, Liman
Yapilari, B Kilisesi, Kiiciik Hamam, Savunma Sistemi
kazilari ve diger arastirmalar gergek|e§tirilmi§tir*.

Myra Tiyatrosu (S. Bulut) (Res. 1)

Bolgenin en buyuk tiyatrosu olan Myra Tiyatrosu’nda
sahne binasinin kazilarina baslanmistir. Kazilarla ¢ok
farkh bir mimari tasarimda oldugu anlasilan sahne bina-
sinin 6n ve arka kodu arasinda 4 m. fark ¢cikmis ve dig
yiuzde 9,5 m. derine inilmistir. Tasinan blok sayisi
3000’dir. Ele gecen mimari malzemelerin detaylica
arsivlenmesi ve degerlendirilmesi sonucunda sahne
binasi yeniden tasarimlanabilmistir. Hyposkenion (ze-
rinde 2 kat yiikselen, 5 kapili sahnenin gliney/dis cep-
hesi, scaenae frons gibi olduk¢a hareketli bir yapiya
sahiptir. Hyposkenion ile IlI. kat, disa ¢cikintili bir atki tasi
ile ayrilmistir. Atki tagindan I. katin gtiney yondeki yiik-
sekligi simdilik 6,55 m.’dir. Batidan doguya dogru sira-
lanan 4 adet kemerli gecenek, porto regia aksina dek
uzanir. Cephenin merkezinde heniiz aciga cikarilmayan
ve cepheden disa/glineye dogru uzanan bir tonoz bulu-
nur. Kemerli geceneklerin dogu kanatta da devam ettigi
dusundldiginde sayi, merkezdeki ¢ikintili tonoz harig
8’i bulur. Atki tasindan hemen sonra baglayan ikinci
kat, bati yonde bir pilaster ve hemen dogu bitisiginden
baslayan girlandli podyum ile donatilmistir. Merkezi
aksta 2,80 m. genisliginde bir kapi bulunur. Kapiya,

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Excavations at Myra-Andriake started in May and contin-
ued until August 27; however, the restoration work has
been going on uninterrupted. This campaign covered
the excavation work at the Agora/Plakoma, Theatre,
Church B, Small Baths, and the defence system as well
as other surveys ",

Myra Theatre (S. Bulut) (Fig. 1)

Excavations were initiated at the stage building of Myra’s
theatre, which is the largest in the region. Excavations
revealed that the stage building has a very different
architectural design and a level difference of 4 m.
between the front and backside. Thus a depth of 9.50 m.
was reached on the exterior. The total number of blocks
removed reached 3,000. Detailed archiving and assess-
ment of the architectural materials allowed us to recon-
struct the stage building, which has five doorways and
two floors rising above the hyposkenion. Its exterior, i.e.
south facade, has a very articulated structure like the
scaenae frons. The hyposcaenae and the second floor
are separated from each other by a protruding lintel. The
present height of the first floor from the lintel is 6.55 m.
on the south fagade. Four arched passageways lined up
from the west to the east reach the axis of the porto
regia. In the centre of the fagcade is a vault extending
outward/southward, not uncovered yet. If we conjecture
that the arched passageways are also found on the east
wing, then there are eight of them in total excluding the
vaulted protrusion in the middle. The second floor start-
ing right after the lintel is ornamented with a pilaster to

guneyden 7 basamakla ulasilir. Sahne binasinin giiney
cephesinin batisinda bir onurlandirma aniti ortaya ¢ika-
rilmistir (Res. 2). Anit, sahne binasina tam paralel degil-
dir. Dogu ve batidaki stiiko kaplamali duvarlar, anitin
kapali bir mekan icinde yer aldiginin gosterir. Sonucg
olarak, sahne binasinin farkli dénemlerde yasadigi dep-
remler sonucu yikildigi; skene fronsa ait bazi bloklarin
gliney cephe duvarini da asarak devrildigi anlasiimistir.
2011 bulgulari, tiyatronun giineyinde bir agoranin ola-
bilecegini dair 6nemli kanitlar sunmustur. Tiyatro kazi
ve restorasyon calismalari araliksiz olarak yil boyu
devam ettirilmistir.

Andriake Liman Agorasi ve Mureks islikleri
(C. A. Aygiin) (Res. 3)

2011 sezonu kazilari sonu itibari ile Agora yapisinin
sinirlari igerisinde kalan alanin toplam %75 kadari agiga
ctkarilmistir. Calismalarda bu sezon binanin kuzey
kanadinda ana giris kapisinin bati tarafindaki mekanlar,
ana giris koridoru, binanin kuzey tarafi, bati kanadin
ayakta kalan kuzey kesimi, giiney duvarin bati yarisi
ortaya ¢ikarilmigtir.

Agora yapisinin kuzey kanadinin bati kesimi dogu taraf
ile benzer bir karakter gostermektedir. Kuzey kanadin
batisinin, ana giris kapisindan itibaren 5 mekana bolin-
dugu anlasilmistir. Guney kanatta da digerlerine benzer
mekanlarin bulunduguna dair kalintilar tespit edilmis ve
sivasi ile korunmus bir su kanali ortaya c¢ikariimistir.
Binanin tim cevresinin dikkan siralarindan olustugu
anlasilmustir.

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the west and a podium with garlands right to its east. In
the central axis is a doorway 2.80 m. wide that is
accessed with a flight of seven steps on the south. An
honorary monument west of the south facade of the
stage building was uncovered (Fig. 2) that has no parallel
to the stage building. The stuccoed walls to the east and
west indicate that the monument was inside a structure.
Consequently, it was observed that the stage building
was destroyed due to various earthquakes; some blocks
of the scaenae frons fell over the south fagcade wall.
Evidence from 2011 suggests the presence of an agora
south of the theatre. Excavation and restoration work at
the theatre continued uninterrupted all year long.

Andriake Harbour Agora and Murex Workshops
(C. A. Aygiin) (Fig. 3)

By the end of the 2011 campaign 75% of the agora com-
pound was uncovered. During this season, rooms to the
west of the main gate on the north wing, main entrance
corridor, north side of the compound, extant north side
of the west wing, and the west half of the south wall
were exposed.

The western part of the agora’s north wing is similar to
the eastern part. There are five rooms west of the main
entrance in the north wing. Evidence for the presence of
similar rooms in the south wing was attested, and a
water channel with plaster was uncovered. It was
observed that the entire compound was encircled with
shops on four sides.

Mureks Islikleri: Bu sezon kazilarinda mureks isleme
endustrisi ile baglantili olarak Agora’nin kuzey kanadin-
da, ana giris kapisinin bati tarafinda da, dogudakilere
benzer mureks isleme firini kahintilar tespit edilmistir.
isliklerin icinde sivi tahliyesiyle ilgili kanallar K6
mekanindaki agoranin ana giris kapisinin kuzey bitisi-
ginde zemin seviyesinin altinda ortaya ¢cikmistir.

Mureks Atik Yiginlari: Agora’nin giiney tarafina yigilmig
olan mureks kabugu atiklari yaklasik 1181 m3 kadardir
ve yaklasik 1492 m?2 alan kaplamaktadir. Bunlarin ara-
sinda genellikle katmanlar halinde ¢cogu amphoralara
ait (yak. 2500 parga) seramik atiklari, cok az miktarda
da kiictik obekler halinde kil atiklari bulunmaktadir.
Kabuk atiklari arasinda gogunlukla hexaplex trunculus
ve ¢ok az miktarda da thais tiiri boya Ureten canl
kabuklari bulunur. Atik yiginlari icindeki mureks kabuk-
larinin degisik oranlarda parcalanmis durumlari onlarin
tek tek elle degil de toplu halde ezildigi izlenimini ver-
mektedir.

Su Kanali: Agora yapisinin giiney kesimindeki kazilarda,
binanin gtiney duvarinin dis tarafina (gtiney) bitisik sekil-
de yapilmis bir su kanali tespit edilmistir. Kanal, binanin
dis duvarinin etrafini giineyden ¢epecevre donmektedir.
Az molozlu har¢ dolgu ile yapilmis, yan tarafi ve st
ylizeyi tamamen harg ile sivanmistir. Bulgulardan hare-
ketle Granarium’un arkasinda da devam eden bu kana-
lin ¢cati suyunu toplama amach oldugu ve sarnica su
tagidigr distintlmustir.
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Murex Workshops: This year’s campaign brought to
light the remains of murex treatment kilns located west
of the main entrance in the north wing, similar to those
on the east side. Channels related to the discharge of
waste from the workshops were uncovered in room K6,
under the floor level adjoining the main entrance on
the north.

Heaps of Murex Waste: The heaps of murex shell waste
in the southern part of the agora measure about 1181 cu.
m. and cover an area of 1492 sq. m. The heaps contain
waste in layers usually belonging to amphorae (about
2500 pieces) and a few small heaps of ash. Shell waste
includes the shells of other dyer organisms mostly like
the hexaplex trunculus and a few thais. That the murex
shells were crushed at different levels suggests that they
were crushed altogether, not individually by hand.

Water Channel: Excavations in the southern part of the
agora compound uncovered a water channel adjoining
the exterior/south side. The channel extends along the
entire south side of the compound. It was built with
mortar containing some rubble and plastered over
entirely on the lateral sides and top. Based on evidence
it was thought that this channel, which continues behind
the granarium, collected the rainwater from the roof and
conveyed it to the cistern.

Tombs: In 2011 ten graves were uncovered in the agora.
One was in the murex heap while all the others were
outside the south wall of the agora. Six of the graves
were covered with terra cotta plaques. One burial was
surrounded with murex shells, and its skull was full of
them. As understood the corpse was interred when an
80 cm. thickness of shells was heaped at least. This
burial without a tomb should be contemporaneous with
the murex workshop, and perhaps belonged to a worker.
No find to facilitate dating was uncovered.

Early Phase: A few coins of the Hellenistic League that
were uncovered in the fillings in the rocks and rooms
excavated suggest that settlement started here in the 715
century B.C. However, no architectural evidence of this
period has been attested.

First Phase (Hadrian’s Reign): This must be the time
when the agora was first built. The Andriake harbour
was identified as a logistics-control centre of the Roman
Empire in this period, and a horrea representing the
legitimacy of the empire was built. Similar workmanship
and layout suggest that it was built together with the
commercial agora located just to its east.

Second Phase: This represents the rebuilding phase of
the agora. The building must have suffered great damage

daki mureks atik yigini icerisinde, geri kalani da agora
guiney duvarinin disinda ele gecmistir. Gomilerden 6'si
pismis toprak levha ile ortilidir. Gomulerden birinin
tim cevresi ve kafatasinin ici, gominin cevresindeki
dolguyu olusturan mureks kabugu atiklari ile doludur. Su
halde anlasildigi kadariyla gomi, en az 80 cm. mureks
atigi oraya atildiktan sonra gerceklestirilmistir. Bu mezar-
siz 6li, mureks endustrisi isleyisi ile cagdas, belki de
islik iscilerinden birine aittir. Mezarlarin higbirinden
tarihleyici buluntu ele gegmemistir.

Erken Evre: Kazilarda en alt katman olan kaya arasi dol-
gularda ve kazi yapilan mekanlarda, mekan dolgusu
icinde az miktarda ele gecen Hellenistik Birlik sikkele-
rinden anlasildigi kadariyla bu bolgede yerlesim aktivi-
tesi en azindan 1.0. 1. yy.’dan itibaren vardi. Ancak bu
donemi temsil eden tanimlanabilen herhangi bir mimari
bulgu heniiz yoktur.

I. Evre (Hadrian Donemi): Agoranin ilk insa edildigi
doénem olmalidir. Bu donemde Andriake Limani Roma
imparatorlugu icin bir lojistik-kontrol merkezi olarak
belirlenmis ve imparatorlugun resmiyetini temsilen bir
horrea insa edilmistir. Benzer iscilikle ve diizenlemeden
anlasildigi kadariyla benzer bir planlamayla hemen
dogusundaki ticari agora ile birlikte tasarlanmis ve yapil-
mis olmalidir.

Il. Evre: Agora yapisinin yeniden insa evresini temsil
eder. Bina oldukga buyuk hasar gormis olmalidir zira
bu evrede ikinci kat iptal edilmis, tim konsol bloklari
devsirme olarak kullanilmigtir. Bu yikim 1.S. 240 depre-
miyle baglantili olmahdir.

I1l. Evre (4. yy.): Alandaki kazilarda bir¢ok yerde temel
seviyelerinde bile 4. yy. malzemeleri en alt katman ola-
rak ele gegmistir. Bundan anlasildigi kadariyla bu
donemde yapi, temellerine kadar kazilip olasilikla kimi
yerlerde yeniden tesviye edilmek suretiyle bir yeniden
insa evresi daha gecirmis olmaldir.

IV. Evre (Mureks islikleri): Bu evrede yapinin giiney
kanadi ile dogu kanat 6. mekandan itibaren, bati kanat
da 3. mekandan itibaren temellerine kadar sokilmius ve
alanin bu kesimi, sadece dis cevre duvarlari yerinde
birakilmak suretiyle duzlestirilmistir. Binanin giiney
kesimindeki mekanlarin temel kalintilari arasinda en geg
4. yy. sikkeleri ele gecmistir. Yapinin o donem ayakta
olan kuzey kanadinin tamami mureks atolyesine dondis-
tartlmastr.

V. Evre (Son Evre): Mureks islikleri kullanimi son bul-
duktan sonra halen ayakta olan mekéanlarin son kullanim
evresidir. Mekanlarin icindeki mureks islikleri yikilarak

because the second floor was cancelled and all the con-
sole blocks were reused elsewhere. This destruction
should be related with the earthquake of A.D. 240.

Third Phase (4! century): Fxcavations in the area
showed that materials of the 4! century were mostly in
the bottom layer, even in the foundation levels. As
inferred, the building must have undergone construction
through excavation down to its foundation, and levelling
at places.

Fourth Phase (Murex Workshops): In this phase, the
south wing, the east wing starting from the sixth room
and the west wing starting from the third room were
dismantled down to their foundations, and this part of
the area was levelled leaving only the outer walls in
place. The latest coins uncovered in the foundations of
the rooms in the south wing date to the 4th century. The
entire north wing, which was intact at that time, was
converted to a murex workshop.

Fifth Phase (Last Phase): This is the last phase of the
intact rooms after the murex workshop ceased to func-
tion. The murex workshops inside the rooms were
pulled down, the floors were levelled higher, the mouths
of the kilns were closed with reused thresholds, and thus
the rooms were put back into use. Follis coins of the 6t
and 7 centuries uncovered in the top layer at many
spots represent this phase.

Church B at Andriake (E. Akytirek —
A. Tiryaki — O. Cémezoglu — B. Isler) (Fig. 4)

The interior and connected building of the church were
entirely excavated in 2011. The church’s plan is a large
basilical structure with three aisles dating from the early
5th century. Its naos measures 24.60 m. in the north,
23.70 m. in the south, and 17.75 m. wide. Side aisles are
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mekan zeminleri yiiksekce bir seviyede diizlestirilmis,
firin agizlarinin Gzerine yeniden devsirme esikler konu-
larak mekanlar yeniden kullanima sokulmustur. Kazi
alaninin bircok yerinde en st katmandan agirlikli olarak
ele gecen follis birimi 6. ve 7. yy. sikkeleri bu evreyi
temsil etmektedir.

Andriake B Kilisesi (E. Akytrek — A. Tiryaki —
O. Comezoglu — B. Isler) (Res. 4)

Kilise ve baglantili yapilarin i¢ kesimlerinin tamamen
kazildigi 2011 kazi sezonu sonucunda ulastigimiz bul-
gular kilisenin, olasilikla 5. yy. baslarina ait bazilikal
planli buyiik bir yapi olup, naos kismi kuzeyde 24,60 m.,
giineyde 23,70 m. uzunlugunda ve 17,75 m. genisligin-
de, t¢ nefli biyik bir kilise oldugunu gostermistir. Yan
neflerin mozaik (opus tessellatum) kapl oldugu tespit
edilmistir. Orta nef zemininin de ilk olarak mozaik kapl
oldugu, ancak daha sonra tas plakalar ile kaplandig
ortaya cikmistir. Bazi kesimlerde doseme taslarinin altin-
da mozaik kaplama tespit edilmistir. Yapinin bati kis-
minda ve orta nefin kuzey-dogu tarafinda zemin, ti¢cgen
taglardan ve daire icerisinde yildiz motiflerinden olusan
opus sectile kaplama ile dosenmistir. Kilisenin apsis kis-
minin 6niinde bes basamakli bir synthronon ortaya
cikartilmistir. Synthronon basamaklarinin Gst kisimlari
beyaz tas plakalarla, yan kisimlari ise dontisimli olarak
yerlestirilmis siyah ve beyaz renkli mermerlerle kaplan-
mistir. Sunak masasinin, opus sectile tekniginde bema
zeminine désenmis 14 cm. kadar kalinhigi olan bezeme-
li bir seritle cevrelenmis oldugu anlasilmistir. Sunak
masasinin bulundugu bema kisminin bir templon ile
naosun geri kalan kismindan ayrildigi, zeminde yer alan
templon stylobati kalintilarindan ve bu bolgelerde ele
gecen cok sayidaki korkuluk levhalarindan (parapet)
anlasiimaktadir. Bu levha ve paye parcalarn bize kilise-
nin cok zengin, 6zgin bir mimari plastige sahip oldugu-
nu da gostermistir.

Kilisenin narteks ve atrium kisimlarinda 2011 sezonunda
kazi calismasi yapilmamistir, ancak ytizeyden anlasildigi
kadariyla kilise tek narteksli olup, kareye yakin planh ve
etrafi revakla cevrili bir atriuma sahiptir. Narteksten
naosa, herbiri bir nefe acilan t¢ kapidan girilmektedir.
Atrium revaklarinin stylobatlari ile cok sayida situn par-
casi ve siitun basliklari ylizeyden tespit edilebilmistir.

Ara mekanin kuzeyinden olasilikla kemerli bir gecisten,
kuzey sapelinin batisinda bulunan ikinci bir mekana
gecilmektedir. Bu mekan kuzey sapelinin narteksi gibi-
dir. Kuzey taraftaki sapelin kuzey-bati kosesinde ise
mozaik zeminli, kiiclik, tonozlu bir mekan, sapele acil-
maktadir. Trikonkos planli bir apsisi olan giiney sapel,
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paved with mosaics (opus tessellatum). It was observed
that the nave was also paved with mosaics originally but
later paved with stone plaques. Mosaic was attested at
some places beneath the stone plaques. The floor was
paved with opus sectile comprising stars inscribed in
circles and triangles in the west part of the building and
in the area northeast of the nave. A synthronon of five
steps was uncovered in the apse. The synthronon rows
are faced with white plaques on top and alternating
white and black marble on the sides. The altar was
encircled with an ornamental band 14 cm. wide in the
opus sectile bema floor. The bema containing the altar
was separated from the nave area with a templon as
inferred from the remains of the templon stylobate and
numerous fragments belonging to a parapet. These frag-
ments also show that the church had a rich and authen-
tic architectural sculpture.

No excavation was carried out in the narthex and atrium
in 2011; however, it can be inferred from surface obser-
vation that there is a single narthex and an almost square
atrium surrounded by porticoes. The narthex communi-
cates with the naos via three doorways opening into the
nave and each aisle. The stylobates of the atrium’s por-
ticoes and numerous column fragments and capitals are
discernible on the surface.

A possible arched doorway north of the intermediary
room leads into a second room on the west side of the
north chapel. This second room looks like the narthex of
the north chapel. A small vaulted chamber with mosaic
floor in the northwest corner of the north chapel opens
into the chapel. The south chapel, on the other hand,
has a triconch apse and was divided into two at a later
date via a wall of low quality extending in an east-west
direction. A rectangular room in the same direction is
formed southwest of the chapel. The peculiar point
about this chapel is that its apse was modiitied and trans-
formed into a baptismal font. Some of these structures
are part of the church complex. What we have here is
more likely to be a monastery complex. If this is the
case, then the reason why five large basilical churches
are located at a harbour settlement like Andriake can be
partially answered. Thus, they served the needs of the
Christian community living in the harbour area.

Defence System of Andriake (1. P. Pedarros) (Fig. 5)

The Andriake Harbour has a defence system comprised
of towers on the highest hill and the slopes as well as a
platform on the highest point connecting to the walls.
The tower settlement with its multiple rooms and two
cisterns was reused in the Byzantine period. The work
aimed at clarifying the earliest period of the settlement
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daha gec bir yapim evresinde dogu-bati dogrultusunda
niteliksiz bir duvar ile ikiye ayrilmis ve sapelin giiney
bati tarafinda bu dogrultuda dikdortgen planli ayri bir
mekan olusturulmustur. Bu sapelin 6zgiin yani ise, apsi-
sinin modifiye edilerek bir vaftiz teknesine donusttral-
mis olmasidir. Bu yapilarin bir kismi kilise kompleksine
dahil birimlerdir. Burada olasilikla bir manastir komp-
leksi ile karsi karsiyayiz. Eger bu kompleks bir manastir
ise, Andriake gibi bir liman yerlesmesinde neden bes
tane buyuk bazilikal kilise oldugu sorusu da kismen
yanitini bulacaktir. Bu durumda liman, Hiristiyan cema-
atinin ihtiyacini kargilayacak yeterlikte olabilir.

Andriake Savunma Sistemi (I. P. Pedarros) (Res. 5)

Andriake Limani’nin, en yiiksek tepesinde ve yamaclari
boyunca kulelerle olusturulmus savunma sistemi bulu-
nur. Bu sistemin en yiksek noktasinda, tstiinde kule
bulunan bir diizlik yer almaktadir. Kule, bircok oda ve
iki sarni¢ bu kesimin Bizans Donemi’nde tekrar kullanil-
digini gostermektedir. Bu calismanin amaci sehrin erken
iskan baslangiclarini ve sur sisteminin fonksiyonlarini
belirlemektir. Sondajlardan, az sayida olsa da Hellenistik
Doénem’e ait seramik parcalari, 1.S. 3. yy.’da baslayip
Bizans Donemi’ne kadar uzanan giinlik kullanim sera-
mikleri ve mizrak-ok uglari ele gegmistir. Bu calismalar
sonucunda sehrin bu bolimanin daha ¢cok Hellenistik
Donem’de kullanildigi, Bizans ve Roma ddéneminin
sonuna kadar da buytk degisiklikler olmadan modifiye
edilerek kullanilmaya devam ettigi anlasilmistir.

Epigrafik Aragtirmalar (H. S. Oztiirk — C. Schuler)

Myra ve cevresinde pek cok yeni yazit calisildigi gibi,
daha once incelenmis olan yazitlar da yeniden degerlen-
dirilmistir. Yazitlar adama icerikleri yaninda mimari
tanimlamalar icermeleri ve Myra’nin siyasi-sosyal yapi-
sina 1sik tutan icerikleriyle 6Gnemli veriler sunmustur. Bu
sezonun en 6nemli yazili bulgularinin basinda tiyatro
sahne binasinin arkasindaki anitin yazitlari gelir:

here and the function of the wall system. The soundings
brought to light a few shards of the Hellenistic period as
well as daily use wares from the 39 century A.D. and
Byzantine period, and spearheads and arrowheads. The
work concluded that this part of the city was used
mostly in the Hellenistic period, and it was modified,
albeit not greatly, until the end of the Roman and
Byzantine periods.

Epigraphic Studies (H. S. Oztiirk — C. Schuler)

In addition to studying many new inscriptions found in
and around Myra, formerly identified inscriptions were
also reassessed. Beside dedications and votive offerings,
the inscriptions contain architectural descriptions and
important content that cast light on the political-social
structure of Myra. The most important epigraphic finds
of this campaign are those on the monument behind the
stage building of the theatre:

Polyperchonta, daughter of Aetus, and Pososis, daughter
of Polyperchon, honour their and Platon’s father, who
was the prytaneus of the city and the gymnasiarches of
the youth’s gymnasium.

Pososis of Myra, daughter of Polyperchon, honours
Platon of Myra, who is both her brother and her hus-
band, and who was the prytaneus of Myra and head
priest of all the leitourgia and the Koinon.
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Niimizmatik Calismalari (S. Bulut — M. Sengiil)

Andriake kazilarinda bu yil toplam 217 adet sikke
bulunmustur. Bu sikkelerden 5 adedi envanterlik, 19
adedi ise etitlik olarak Antalya Miizesi’'ne teslim edil-
mis, katalogu yapilan diger 193 adet etttliik sikke ise
kazi eser deposunda korunmaktadir. Konservasyonu ve
katalogu yapilan sikkelerin 166’s1 Agora/Plakoma, 40’1 B
Kilisesi kazilari ve 11'i ise ylzey buluntusu olarak ele
gecmistir. Sikkelerin 3’t gumis, 214’4 bronzdur. En
erken tarihli olanlar Hellenistik Donem’e aittir (5 adet).
Hellenistik Donem’e ait olan sikkelerden 4’4 Likya’da,
1'i ise Rodos’da darp edilmistir. Okunabilenler icinde en
gec tarihli sikke Herakleios (i.S. 610-641) dénemine
aittir. Plakoma kazilarinda ortaya cikan sikkelerin biytk
cogunlugu 4. ve 6. yy. a aittir. Bu veriler yapinin
Granarium yapisi ile paralel olarak en parlak donemini
yasadigi 2. ve 3. yy."dan sonra en yogun kullanimin bu
donemlerde yasandigini gosterir.

B Kilisesi’'nde ortaya ¢ikan 40 adet sikkenin okunabilen
2’si, II. lustinos (I.S. 562-578) ve Mavrikios Tiberios’a
(1.S. 582-602) aittir. Kime ait oldugu okunamayan 6 sik-
kenin 4. yy. sonu ve 5. yy. in ilk yarisina ait oldugu tespit
edilmistir.

Buluntularin Genel Degerlendirilmesi (B. Ozdilek)

Liman Agorasi’ndan toplam 3472 adet amphora, 219
adet cam, 196 adet metal obje parcasi ele gecmistir.
2011 sezonunda toplam 21 miizelik ve 482 de envanter-
lik eser listelenmistir. Liman Agorasi’ndan ele gecen en
yogun buluntu grubu amphoralardir. 76 amphoranin
omuz kisimlarindaki graffitolar kisi atlye isimleri, iceri-
sinde taginan madde ile iliskili kisaltmalar ve icerdigi
miktarla ilgili olabilir. Bu amphoralarin ¢cogunlugunun
tarihi Ge¢ Roma ve Bizans donemlerine aittir. 4 tane diiz
dipli mihdirli unguentarium; 2 adet tiime yakin, Bizans
Donemi’ne tarihlenen kandil; 2 adet muhirlt tabak;
2 adet akik gemme; Uzerinde atolye isareti bulunan
damgali cati kiremidi; metal bir parca ile i¢ ice ele gec-
mis olan, aplik teknigi kullanilarak farkli renklerin bir
arada kullanildigi cam boncuk; Hellenistik sur ve kule-
den bronz ok uclari; B Kilisesi’'nde icerisinde ahsap sapi
bulunan tzeri bronz kapli, ayakl ve askili kandiller ele
gecmistir.

Myra tiyatro sahne binasi kazilarindan, ele gecen bulun-
tular Klasik Donem’den, Selcuklu Doénemi’ne kadar
oldukca genis bir zaman araligina yayilmaktadir. Klasik

lason of Myra, son of Platon, honours Platon of Myra,
grandson of Polyperchon and son of Platon, child of
euergetes.

Numismatic Studies (S. Bulut — M. Sengtil)

Excavations at Andriake brought to light 217 coins in
total in 2011. Of these, only five were worthy of inven-
torying and 19 worthy of study; these were turned over
to the museum. The remaining 193 worthy of study are
now kept at the excavation storehouse. Of these coins
conserved and catalogued, 166 were uncovered in the
agora/Plakoma, 40 in Church B and 11 on the surface
during surveys. Three coins are silver while 214 are
bronze. The earliest ones, five in number, date to the
Hellenistic period. Of these five coins, four were minted
in Lycia and one at Rhodes. The latest coin among the
legible ones dates to the reign of Heraclius (A.D. 610-
641). The majority of the coins uncovered in the agora/
Plakoma date to the 4th-6th centuries A.D. Thus, it is
understood that the agora was extensively used in these
centuries following its heyday in the 20d-31d centuries in
parallel with the granarium.

The two legible coins of the 40 uncovered in Church B
belong to the reigns of Justin Il (A.D. 565-578) and
Maurice (A.D. 582-602). Six coins, which could not be
ascribed accurately, were dated to the end of the 4" and
first half of the 5t century.

General Evaluation of the Finds (B. Ozdilek)

Small finds from the harbour agora include 3472
amphora fragments, 219 glass and 196 metal object
fragments. In the 2011 campaign 21 items of museum
value and 482 items of inventorying value were docu-
mented. The most copious find accumulated from the
agora is the amphorae. Graffiti on 76 amphora shoulders
may be related with the person or workshop names or
abbreviations of contents and quantity. Most of these
amphorae date to the late Roman and Byzantine peri-
ods. Other finds include: four stamped/sealed unguen-
taria with flat bottoms; two oil lamps, almost intact, of
the Byzantine period; two stamped/sealed plates; two
agate gemme; a stamped roof tile with workshop mark;
a glass bead with applique in different colours, com-
pounded with a metal piece; bronze arrowheads from
the Hellenistic tower and walls; a bronze-plated cande-
labrum with a wooden handle and hanging glass lamps
from Church B.

Finds from the excavations in the backstage area of
Myra’s theatre date to a very wide time span that ranges
from the Classical period to the Seljuk period. Finds

Restorator S. Kigik yonetimindeki ekip, 2011 yili kon-
servasyon ve restorasyon programi kapsaminda,
Andriake’de kazilari tamamlanmis olan liman yapilarin-
dan diikkanlarin konservasyonunu; B Kilisesi synthrono-
nunun acil konsolidasyonunu ve malzeme onarimini;
Kicgtik eserlerle ilgili olarak bronz eserler ve diger bulun-
tularin temizlikleri ve bazilarinin timlenmelerini yap-
mis, koruyucu 6nlemler alinmistir. Tiyatro tag onarimlari
buyuk bir proje kapsaminda devam etmektedir.

Bunlar disinda Andriake Kiicik Hamam kazilarina bas-
lanmig; “Andriake Mizelestirme Projesi” ilerletilmis;
“Andriake Granarium ve Liman Agorasi Restorasyon
Projesi”nde sona yaklasilmis; “Tiyatro Restitiisyon Pro-
jesi”nde sona gelinmis; Myra Sapeli’nin restorasyon ve
koruma isleri tamamlanmistir. Myra Kaya mezarlari arag-
tirmalari da O. Tibikoglu tarafindan doktora tezi kapsa-
minda strdaralmustur.

2009 yilinda baslatilan Myra Cevresi Yiizey Arasgtirmalari
ve incelemeleri bu yil da devam ettirilmistir. 2011 sezo-
nunda Ozellikle Sura tzerinde durulmus, Muskar ve
Kekova gibi alanlarda da incelemeler stirdiriimustir.
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include pieces with meander motif from the Classical
period; Megarian bowls; unguentaria; terra sigillata
plates of various groups produced by various workshops
as inferred from different clay and slip colours; a conical
stone weight: an altar with an inscription in three lines;
a marble head missing only the top and with capite
velato; a draped female statue; a lares altar dedicated to
Tyche; stamped/sealed amphorae; shiny glazed vessels
from the Byzantine period; numerous architectural
sculpture fragments, nine reliefs with masks and red
painted stucco fragments belonging to the theatre.

The team led by restorer S. Kiigiik implemented the fol-
lowing within the conservation and restoration program
for 2011: conservation of the shops at Andriake’s har-
bour whose excavation was completed; urgent consoli-
dation and repair of the synthronon of Church B; clean-
ing of bronze objects and completion of some protective
measures. The repair of stone materials from the theatre
continues within the framework of a large project.

Furthermore, excavations were initiated at the small
baths in Andriake; the “Andriake Museum Project” was
advanced; the “Restoration Project of Andriake Harbour
Agora” neared to its end; the “Restoration Project of the
Theatre” reached its end and restoration and protection
work at the Myra Chapel were completed. Research on
the rock tombs of Myra continued within the context of
a doctoral dissertation by O. Tibikoglu.

Surveys and studies around Myra initiated in 2009 also
continued this year. The 2011 work concentrated on
Sura particularly, while the work in Muskar and Kekova
continued.
